The successful awarded provider will be expected to keep the job site clean and free of litter at all times.

The successful awarded provider shall exercise all necessary precautions to protect the County’s existing property during this contract period, and will be required to replace, repair, or compensate the County for damage to existing property or contents therein. Replacement or repair shall return the property to its original condition.

All statements received will be considered confidential and not available for public review until after a vendor has been selected.

GENERAL BIDDING GUIDELINES

PREPARATION OF PROPOSALS

All bids shall be submitted on the official form furnished by the Facilities Department and identified with the project name and manually signed. Unsigned bids will not be considered. If this form does not provide sufficient space, bidders shall attach a sheet supplying the additional information. This sheet shall also be signed to properly identify attachments.

Alternative proposals will be considered, unless otherwise stated, only if the alternate is (1) Described completely, including, but not limited to, sample(s), if requested, and specifications sufficient so that a comparasion to the request can be made; and (2) Submitted as part of the base proposal response, i.e. it shall not be a separate document which could be construed as a second proposal.

Unless otherwise stated in the Request of Proposal (RFP) the Proposer agrees that the proposal shall be deemed open for acceptance for Sixty (60) calendar days subsequent to submital to the County of Cheshire.

The name of manfacturer, trade name, or catalog number mentioned in this Request for Proposal is for the purpose of designating a minimum standard of quality and type. Such references are not intended to be restrictive, although specified color, type of material and specified measurments may be mandatory. Proposals will be considered for any brand which meets or exceeds the quality of the specifications listed. On all such proposals, the Proposer shall specify the product they are proposing and shall supply sufficient data to enable a comparison to be made with the particular brand or manufacturer specified. Failure to submit the above may be sufficient grounds for rejection of the proposal.
Unless otherwise stated, all prices F.O.B. destination. All deliveries are to be pre-paid. C.O.D’s will not be accepted. Each shipment shall be identified by Purchase Order and/or RFP number. All items, packages, etc. shall have clearly identifiable external markings or tags for ease of identification.

SUBMISSION OF PROPOSALS

Proposals must be submitted as directed in the Notice to Proposers, and on the forms provided unless otherwise specified. Proposals may be typewritten or printed in ink. Proposals must be mailed or delivered in person. Proposals that are faxed or e-mailed will not be accepted unless otherwise specified.

((Facsimile submissions of the proposal(s) will be accepted if received by the above date and time and sent to (603) 399-7357 and marked as stated above. Only one (1) facsimile copy is required. Faxed proposals will be sealed upon receipt and marked as to the time and date received. All Facsimile submissions must be followed with the appropriate number of copies sent via approved carrier (U.S. Mail, FedEx, UPS, etc) and postmarked within two (2) days of submission of fax transmission. Failure to do so will result in rejection of bid.))

RECEIPT AND OPENING OF PROPOSALS

Proposal Receipt: Proposals shall be submitted prior to the time fixed in the Notice to Proposers. Proposals received after the time so indicated shall be returned unopened.

Proposal Opening: Proposals will be opened publicly at 8:00 a.m. on the day following submission deadline in the Facilities Managers office. Proposals will be taken under advisement at that time.

PROPOSAL RESULTS

All proposals received shall be considered confidential and not available for public review until after a vendor has been selected. All proposals shall be subject to negotiations prior to the award of a contract.

AWARD OF CONTRACT

 Proposals will be awarded by the Cheshire County Commissioners at their next regularly scheduled meeting. Formal notification of award to all providers will occur. 

Any contract entered into by the County of Cheshire shall be in response to the proposal and subsequent discussions. It is the policy of the County that contracts be awarded, among other considerations, only to responsive and responsible Proposers. In order to qualify as responsive and responsible, a prospective vendor must meet the following standards as they relate to this request: 

· Have adequate financial resources for performance or have the ability to obtain such resources as required during performance;

· Have the necessary experience, organization, technical and professional qualifications, skills and facilities;

· Be able to comply with the proposed or required time of completion or performance schedule; and

· Have a demonstrated satisfactory record of performance.

· Adhere to the specifications of this proposal and provide all documentation required of this proposal.

The contract will be awarded to a responsive and responsible Proposer based on the qualifications and experience of the Proposer, the quality of the equipment/product/service to be provided, the Proposer’s ability to provide ongoing technical support, the Proposer’s timeframe for providing the equipment/product/service and the Proposers’ fee/price proposal. The Proposer selected will be the most qualified and not necessarily the Proposer with the lowest price.

MODIFICATIONS AFTER AWARD

The County reserves the right to incorporate minor modifications, which may be required by it. The Vendor will incorporate these changes at no additional cost, but may protest such action and not be bound by any such request if it can prove that the timing or extent of the modifications implies a major effort on its part.

HOW TO AMEND BID BEFORE DUE DATE

After a bid has been filed with the Facilities Department and the bidder desires to amend this bid, they may do so before the due date and time by filing an amendment fully identified with the original bid submitted by number and opening date. All conditions and provisions of the Invitation to Bid shall be in effect. This must be submitted before the time and date for receipt of bid as set forth in the Invitation to Bid. No bids or amendments shall be accepted after the bid opening date and time specified. 

WITHDRAWAL OF PROPOSALS

Proposals may be withdrawn prior to the opening date and time upon written, faxed, e-mailed or telegraphic request of the Proposer to the Facilities Manager. Negligence on the part of the Proposer in preparing this proposal shall not constitute a right to withdraw a proposal subsequent to the proposal opening. Proposals may not be withdrawn for a period of sixty (60) days after the date of the opening indicated herein or as modified by addenda.

INSURANCE

The successful proposer shall procure and maintain insurance, in the amounts and coverage detailed by the proposal documents, acceptable to the County, at the proposers sole expense, with reputable and financially responsible insurance companies, insuring against any and all public liability, including injuries or death to persons and damage to property, arising out of or related to the goods or proposer’s performance hereunder and shall furnish to the County certificates of such insurance and renewals thereof signed by the issuing company or agent upon the County’s request.

The County’s examination of, or failure to request or demand any evidence of insurance hereunder, shall not constitute a waiver of any requirement and the existence of any insurance shall not limit the proposer’s obligation under any provision hereof.

WORKER’S COMPENSATION

All proposers and subcontractors at every tier under the proposer will conform with the requirements of RSA 281 Title XXIII, Section 281-A:2 with close attention to sections VI(a), VII(a) as well as Section 281-A:4.

TERMINATION OF CONTRACT FOR CAUSE

In the event that the successful awarded provider shall fail to furnish in a timely and proper manner its obligations set forth in this Request for Proposal and any attachments thereto and such default is not corrected within thirty (30) days of written notice from Cheshire County, Cheshire County shall have the option of canceling the bid.

SAFETY DATA SHEET (Right to Know)

Any vendor who received an order resulting from the Request for Proposal agrees to submit a Material Safety Data Sheet (MSDS) for each toxic or hazardous substance or mixture containing such substance, pursuant to RSA 277-A when deliveries are made. The vendor agrees to deliver all containers properly labeled pursuant to RSA 277-A. Failure to submit an MSDS and/or label on each container will place the vendor in noncompliance with that purchase order. Failure to submit MSDS and/or labels on each container may result proposal debarment. All vendors furnishing substances or mixtures subject to RSA 277-A are cautioned to obtain and read the law referenced above. 

INVOICING

Invoices must include an itemization of all items, supplies, repairs or labor furnished, including unit list price, net price, extensions and total amount due. In addition, on projects that will invoice partial/progress payment and/or retainage a summary statement in the following format will be provided with each invoice:

GUARANTEES & WARRANTY

All parts and labor related to agreements must be guaranteed and include a warranty of not less than twelve (12) months. If any work is unable to be guaranteed, the contractor must inform the County, in writing, prior to the delivery of an item or any work being performed. Non-guaranteed work must be offered at a discount rate from the proposal prices. Inspection, testing and final determination of non-warranty work shall be performed at no cost to the County.

FORCE MAJEURE

Neither party shall be liable for any inability to perform its’ obligations under any subsequent agreement due to war, riot, insurrection, civil commotion, fire, flood, earthquake, storm, or other act of God.

NOTIFICATION

Notification of the parties shall be considered to have been constructively received when it is mailed via United States Postal Service or equivalent; or delivered in hand to the parties as stated in the contract.

DEFINITIONS

Proposal shall also mean quotation, bid, offer, qualification/experience statement, and services.

Proposers shall also mean vendors, provider, offerors, bidders, contractors or any person or firm responding to a Request for Proposal.

NEW AND UNUSED

All merchandise shall be new and unused unless specified in the specifications.

RETENTION OF RECORDS

Contractor/Vendor agrees to maintain all records related to this contract for a period of five (5) years from date of final payment under this contract.
